 The Election Committee meets on average once each month in Happy Camp at 5:30 PM.  When possible meetings shall be held on Mondays.  Committee Members are expected to travel as necessary to attend meetings, trainings, and conferences out of the area.

 Committee Members are compensated with $50 stipends in consideration for their time.
